SAFETY RULES & GUIDELINES

1. Parade officials will inspect all entries and reserve the right to eliminate any entry that
is in violation of these rules.

2. The 2011 Parade will start from City Hall and end at the Buchanan County
Fairgrounds. Line-up will start along 4™ Avenue NE on the west side of St. John's
Church at 6:00 a.m. Entrants should be in the line-up no later than 8:00 a.m.—the
parade will begin promptly at 9:00 a.m.

3. Once your entry has started along the parade route, no one may board your float.

4. Cover all open wheels for safety (so marchers can not snag clothing or be pulled
under wheels).

5. Your entry may not exit the parade route before the end of the parade.
6. No alcohol is allowed. Independence Open Container law will be strictly enforced.

7. For public safety, nothing may be thrown from your entry—candy, eggs, water
balloons, super soakers, or other objects. Candy and/or small gift items may be
handed out along the parade route.

8. Entries with children under the age of 19 must have one (1) adult per five (5) children.
9. All entries must have clear identification signage.

10. Changes in the parade line-up will be at the sole discretion of the parade officials.
